
 

 

 
From September 2024, please make sure your child is wearing the correct school uniform:  
 

• Red polo shirt (white is permissible in the interim)  
• Grey skirt, trousers, shorts or pinafore (black is permissible in the interim) – from 
any supplier/shop  
• School sweatshirt or cardigan with the school’s logo – purchased from school  
• White or grey socks or tights  
• Black shoes  
• From the start of the Summer Term to October half term a red gingham dress (blue 
in the interim) may be worn. 
 

For sports/PE  
• Navy blue shorts – from any supplier  
• Navy blue joggers for colder months – from any supplier  
• Red t-shirt with the school’s logo – purchased form school  
• White socks   
• Trainers  
• Bluecoat PE bag is optional and can be purchased from school  

 
ALL uniform MUST be labelled please so that if it is misplaced, we can make sure it gets back to your 
son or daughter.  
 

A name check will be completed in the first week of the academic year to ensure uniform is named – 

if children are wearing un-named uniform, school staff with name the uniform.  Please inform your 

child’s class teacher if you prefer for your child’s uniform not to be named. 

Please also note there will be second hand uniform sales this term – dates to follow - so if you are 

able to donate to this, that would be greatly appreciated.   

It has been, in previous years, that school has provided every child with a sun hat and water bottle.  

We will now be reserving these for school trips as a way to further identify our children.  This also 

means we will be able to wash hats between trips and the hats will keep their integrity and 

protection.  For this reason, please ensure you provide your child with a sunhat during the summer 

months.   

Please also provide your child with a water bottle, containing water rather than juice or squash.  

School will hold some emergency water bottles for children to use, however it is preferable and 

highly recommended that parents provide water bottles for children which can be sent home and 

washed daily.
