Getting started

e Look at the front cover together. Read the title Going for a Drive and discuss
where the people in the car might be going and why.

e Read the blurb on the back cover with the children. Emphasise the thythm
and thyme of the poem. :

e Turn to the contents. As a group, read through the contents list together.
Explain that each heading is the title of a different poem.

Reading and responding

e Ask children to choose a poem from the contents that they like the sound of
to read to a partner. Children should practise reading their poem quietly
before sharing it with their partner.

e Listen as children read and perform their poems to each other. Praise the
the use of expression and enthusiastic reading and ask partners to
comment on what they like about the performance and how the
performance can be made even better.

e Choose a longer poem that hasn’t been selected yet, e.g. ‘Talking’. Read the
poem aloud to the children twice. Discuss the effect of the poem, e.g. how
does it make the children feel, what does it remind them of ? Discuss the

* features of the poem, e.g. the use of thyme, thythm and powerful vocabulary.




Ask the children to continue reading the poems independently. Remind them
that they may wish to read each poem more than once, and that they may
wish to think about the pictures that the poem paints in their mind’s eye.

Returning to the book

Turn to pp22-23. Ask children to read the poetry journey and discuss the
idea of the poems forming a journey. Walk through the book and discuss
where in the journey they might fit.

Ask children to find an example of a poem where the poet plays with
words to have an effect on the listener, e.g. ‘Into the Bathtub’ uses
alliteration and repetition.

Turn to p13 and read ‘Summer Haiku'. Explain that a haiku is a special
poem with 17 syllables. Count the beats in each line with the children
(5, 7 and 5). Explain that Haikus always have this pattern.

Discuss the picture that it paints in their mind’s eye and whether it reminds
them of any of their beach or holiday experiences.

Checking and moving on

Reading more

Horses’ Holiday (Turquoise/Band 7) is a
rhyming story about a group of horses
going on holiday.

Prepare a poetry performance using poems from the book. Help children to
learn and perform the poems using actions and mime.

Help children to write their own Haiku
poems about a special memory from Camping Haiku
a day out or holiday. Ask children to
bring photographs to act as a starting
point.
