Year 6 Transition to Year 7 
 
We are looking forward to welcoming your child to Ely College in September.  We know the move to 
secondary school can be accompanied by worry and enthusiasm for both parents and children. We 
recognise that your family may need additional reassurance about the process.  College staff are 
working closely with staff in the primary schools to ensure information is shared and that children 
recognise some staff before they come for their induction day.   
 
House Allocation  
 
It is with great excitement and pleasure than I can inform you that your child will be in Scott House.  The 
allocation of Houses is completed by our data team using all the information we have about a child.  
Siblings have been allocated to the same House and then we look to achieve an even distribution of 
academic ability, additional needs, sporting ability etc.  The House the child is in has no impact on their 
teaching groups or who they can socialise with during their break and lunch times.   
 
Scott House is named after explorer and navy officer Robert Scott.  In 1904 he led an expedition to 
Antarctica, conducting research in geology, meteorology and magnetism.  He later led the first British 
team to reach the South Pole, but he and his men died on the return.  The Scott Polar Institute in 
Cambridge is named in his memory. The Senior Tutor for Scott is Mr J Waters and the Student Support
