Through reading drama,
students develop a
further understanding of
contexts and audiences in
which they demonstrate
an inquisitive, critical and
reflective attitude
towards the world and
the issues and conflicts
within it.

Unit to also prepare
pupils for the GCSE study
of modern drama.

Revisit and deepen understanding of the
conventions of tragedies

Explore character and character
development in depth

Introduce further analysis of dramatic
concepts and structures ready for GCSE
course

Exploration of themes and symbolism in
the play such as social class and nature or
nurture

Develop pupils’ awareness and authorial
intent and purpose

Exploration of the significance of context

Presentation of Women
in Literature

Through looking at
representation of female
characters in Literature.
Pupils to explore
archetypes in Literature
from a range of texts over
a significant period of
time. Aim to also expose
pupils to literary criticism
to develop their reading
of texts.
