The children will also be taught to segment and blend two and three letter e recite poems and sing a variety of songs including nursery rhymes;

Mathematics Personal, Social and Emotional Development

o Subitise (instantly recognise how many objects there are without
needing to count) quantities up to 4 and identify sub-groups within
larger groups (for example, 1 and 2 make 3 altogether).

e To understand the number system to 5 and use this to count amounts
with 1:1 correspondence.

e To explore composition using collections of objects and begin to understand the terms of
‘parts’ and ‘wholes’.

e To compare sets of objects using ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’ and ‘equal’.

e In addition, the children will also explore 2D shapes, spatial vocabulary, repeating
patterns and mass and capacity.

e learn names and develop relationships with adults and peers in their class;
learn to ask an adult for help;
begin to learn to share and turn take with others; ab Wy ’

begin to identify, name and regulate their emotions.
