How do you support transition between Y6 to Y7?
Liaison with all feeder primary schools — data collection and conversation

Students with an EHCP — 1:1 tour

Two additional formal points of contact before transition

Taster sessions offered

TAs attached to Y6 groups on transition days — “eyes on” students
Excellent relationships with feeder primaries

Two transfer days this year

Move up night — parents given early information

CATs testing on transfer days to triage early autumn interventions.

e Students with SEND can access Chichele Suite during cover lessons if part of their support.
